Describe how source is to be removed:

During routine tank battery upgrade activities, aleak in the dump lines from the separator was observed to have released an unknown volume of
produced water and oil to the subsurface. Approximately 489 cubic yards of petroleum hydrocarbon impacted soil above Colorado Oil and Gas
Conservation (COGCC) sensitive area allowable levels was removed from the excavation along the dump line area. Laboratory results indicate that
total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH) concentrations (C6-C36) at the extents of the excavation are below the COGCC 1,000 milligram per kilogram
(mg/kg) sensitive area allowable level. Groundwater entering the excavation was analyzed for benzene, toluene, ethyl benzene, and xylenes (BTEX).
Laboratory results indicate benzene concentrations exceed the Colorado Groundwater Quality Standard (CGWQS) of 5 micrograms per liter (ug/l).
Before backfilling the excavation, BOS 200® (activated carbon) was applied to the groundwater and exposed smear zone soils. A Material Safety
Data Sheet (MSDS) for BOS 200® is provided as an attachment. Excavation and groundwater sample locations are shown on the Figure 2, Site Map|
provided. Soil analytical and groundwater analytical results are provided in Tables 1 and 2, respectively.

Four monitoring wells (MWO1 through MWO04) were installed at the site on August 24, 2008. Each of the wells were developed, sampled and
submitted for laboratory analysis of BTEX on August 25, 2008. Laboratory results indicate benzene levels in monitoring well MWO1 exceed
the CGWQS of 5ug/l. Groundwater analytical results are provided in Table 2 as an attachment. Monitoring wells MWO05 and MWO06 were
installed at the site on October 20, 2008 in order to define possible groundwater impacts to the south and southwest of the release point.
Laboratory results indicate benzene levelsin monitoring wells MWO05 and MWO06 were below CGWQS standards.
