2) Set surface casing at least 50’ into Pierre Shale for aquifer coverage, (450’ minimum - as proposed). Setting surface 
casing less than the approved depth is a permit violation unless prior written approval is obtained from the COGCC. 


3) If completed, provide cement coverage from TD to a minimum of 200' above Niobrara. Verify coverage with cement 
bond log.
