1. All fired vessel and heat transfer stacks, vents, or other openings shall be equipped with
screens or other appropriate equipment to prevent entry by wildlife, including migratory
birds.

The above Condition of Approval is currently addressed by existing rule604.b.(7) and Migratory Bird Policy of the
Colorado Oil and Gas Conservation Commission and is not open for discussion by the Operator or the Surface Owner.

2. Do not place staging, refueling, or chemical storage areas within riparian zones and
floodplains.

3. Use wildlife-appropriate fencing at this facility if acceptable to Surface Owner.
4. Use wildlife-appropriate seed mixes at this facility if acceptable to Surface Owner.
5. Gate the access road to this facility and limit public access if acceptable to Surface Owner.
