Cleanup of trash and discarded materials will
be conducted at the end of each work day. Cleanup will consist of patrolling the
roadway, access areas, and other work areas to pick up trash, scrap debris, other
discarded materials, and any contaminated soil. These materials will be disposed of

properly.

Stormwater management plans (SWMP) are in place to address construction, drilling
and operations associated with Oil & Gas development throughout the state of
Colorado in accordance with Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment
(CDPHE) General Permit No.

COR-038637. BMP’s will be constructed around the perimeter of the site prior to, or at
the beginning of construction. BMP’s used will vary according to the location, and will
remain in place until the pad reaches final reclamation.
