There will be no major equipment overhauls conducted onsite. Equipment will be
transported offsite for major overhauls. Cleanup of trash and discarded materials will be
conducted at the end of each work day. Cleanup will consist of patrolling the roadway,
access areas, and other work areas to pickup trash, scrap debris, other discarded
materials, and any contaminated soil. These materials will be disposed of properly.
