I noticed that they had 
some storm water management issues with chemicals not being covered  and having 
secondary containment. I spoke to the pusher and did a walk through with him to discuss 
what the state regulations required. we also talked about containment on the reserve mud 
tanks and discussed the wood chip pile used for cuttings  being covered. I was going to do 
a sound reading, but the wind was from the northwest and was above five miles per hour. I 
noticed that there were some noise supression walls located at intervals to deal with the 
noise. It did not appear that the noise was an issue. The wellsite was dry and in good 
condition.
