1. Provide written explanation documenting why release was not reported verbally in a 
timely manner as required by Rule 906.b  


2. Provide written explanation of why Spill/Release Reports (Form 19) were not submitted 
to the COGCC as required by Rule 906.b. 3. Submit written explanation of how 
reporting will occur in the future to avoid similar violations. 


3. Submit a Form 19 containing all information known about the 2-9-2012 release. 
4. Report spill to the Environmental Release/Incident Report Hotline as required by Rule 


906.b.4 and provide the tracking number 
5. Consult with, and mitigate impacts to, surface owners and surface lessees including those 


located along tributaries to West Muddy Creek. 
6.  Provide documentation and timeline for all activities that occurred on the wellpad after 


GEC was notified of the release 
7.  Provide documentation regarding produced water capture and disposal method, 


including haul tickets. 
8. Submit analytical data for Table 910-1 analytes for produced water from well. 
9. Submit a Site Investigation and Remediation Work Plan (Form 27) in accordance with 


Rule 909.b.(5) for COGCC review and approval. 
10. Provide an engineering evaluation of the wellhead failure and description of actions 


taken to remedy the wellhead failure.   
11. Provide written description of operating procedures that will be taken to keep similar 


releases from occurring in the future.
