The operator will conduct baseline sampling of (at a minimum) the two (2) closest 10/11/2011
water wells, springs, or surface water features within a one (1) mile radius of the
proposed Olive Oyl State 44-16 location. Sampling preference shall be given to
domestic water wells and springs over surface water. Testing of surface water
features shall only be conducted if two (2) water wells or springs do not exist within
a one (1) mile radius of the selected oil and gas location.

Post completion sampling of water wells will consist of the same
analyte list as the pre-drilling program.

Operators shall make a good faith effort to conduct initial baseline testing of the
selected water wells prior to the drilling of the proposed well; however, not
conducting baseline testing because access to the water wells cannot be obtained
shall not be grounds for a violation.
