	15: At 10:20 in the morning, there was a fire in generator building on Xtreme 8.  This resulted in main diesel powered generator being destroyed.  The fire apparently started from diesel fuel spraying from a small hole in a fuel recycle line onto the engine/exhaust manifold.  The Platteville fire department was called and they responded.  Units from Platteville, Ft. Lupton and LaSalle responded.  Water from the bulk storage tank on-site was used to cool the other equipment on-site until the flames demiinished in the generator building.  There was another rig on the same pad when this fire occurred. All drilling activites were shut down and the crews accounted for.  There were no injuries associated with this fire.  The drilling rig was located just off CR30, approximately 1.25 miles east of Hwy 85.  It is estimated that less than 3 gallons of diesel or oil were spilled.  The oil, diesel and cooling water did not leave location and were cleaned up as soon as possible after the fire was out.  CR 30 was blocked by the Weld county sheriff's department for a period of time.  The fire was out by 11:30 am and traffic was restored.  

The COGCC was notified of this incident on 9/1/821 by Terry Clark.  He spoke to Margaret Ash on the afternoon the incident occured.
