ConocoPhillips respectfully requests the Director grant an exception to Rule 603. (2) to allow the Krout 14-1H oil well to be drilled at the above described location which is approximately 100 feet from the nearest property line.  The reason for this request is to avoid a 100 year flood plane that is to the west of the location.
