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Site Specific -The facilities separation & oil storage equipment plus evaporation ponds will be fenced 
to restrict public and wildlife access.  This includes the facilities and evaporation ponds.
-The well site locations, facilities and the roads will be kept free of noxious weeds, litter 
and debris.
-Spraying for noxious weeds will be applied as needed.
-Operator will manage all facilities such that secondary containment berms and 
evaporation ponds are within the specifications set forth in the COGCC rules.
-Gates and fences will be constructed and maintained where necessary.  
-Any lease roads used by operator, its employees, or contractors will be graded and 
maintained such that water can drain properly.

Storm Water/Erosion Control -Operator will make use of water bars, straw hay bales, gravel and other measures will 
be used to prevent erosion, storm water run-off and site degradation.
-Co-locate gas and water gathering lines whenever feasible, and mitigate any erosion 
problems that arise due to the construction of any pipeline(s).
