Prior to drilling operations, Operator may perform an anti-collision review of existing
offset wells that have the potential of being within close proximity of the proposed well.

For the proposed well, upon conclusion of drilling
operations, an as-constructed directional survey will be submitted to COGCC with the
Form 5.
