	15: Russell Cartwright, an Encana Lease Operator, was the injured party. He had just arrived on the PF21 S Piceance Parachute location and gotten out of his truck when his left foot began sliding.  He was standing on a slope and slipped on the gravel surface. In an effort to gain balance an awkward pressure was put on his right knee and he felt pain. Russell Cartwright, an Encana employee, was transported to Rifle Grand Medical Facility, examined by an ER physician, given the ok to return to work with a temporary restriction of managing the length of time he was on his feet. The restriction elevates the injury from a first aid to a medical incident and he is scheduled for further medical examinations.
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
