Drilling fluids disposal: KMG will reuse oil-based drilling fluids to maximum extent at which point they will be returned to
the fluids manufacturer for re-conditioning or disposal at a licensed, commercial disposal site.

If the surface owner authorizes, and if
it is feasible for this location at the time of drilling, water-based cuttings will be disposed of onsite using
bioremediation/solidification product.
