Troudt Public Comment Response
Cuttings concerns:
Cuttings disposal: Water-based cuttings will be disposed of using a Centralized E&P Waste Management facility or a private spread field depending on what is feasible at time of drilling.

Pump Jacks:
The installation of pump jacks was discussed at the neighborhood meeting held in the Town of Frederick on October 29, 2013.  The exact timing of the pump jacks is unknown, but there is a high potential for them to be installed.  It was mentioned that they could potentially look similar to the existing wells on the Troudt property.

Cultural Distance Information:
The cultural distances were originally measured from the 2A reference well.  The following distances were measured from the well nearest the building unit.

Irrigation Ditch:
The irrigation ditch was included on the hydrology map submitted with the 2A application and has been added to the location drawing.  

Hydrology Map:
The map includes water features within 1,000’ of the edge of the pad.

Noise:
Due to legal liability, KMG will not place hay bales on the offset owner’s property.
