Human error

The spill was caused by improper disconnection of the vacuum truck line between the tank and the truck. Truck operators
were not containing the contents of the hose in the provided 5 gallon bucket.

The small amount of oil spilled was contained on the concrete pad within the secondary containment. The transport truck operators will drain the oil from their hoses into the 5 gallon bucket, and return any captured oil back to the tank.

No emergency pits were constructed

It is assumed that the spill was contained entirely on the concrete pad, but once snow melts and weather permits, containment of the spill will be verified.

Once snow melts and weather permits, containment of the spill on the concrete pad will be verified.

Utilize the 5 gallon drip bucket for hose discharge after vacuum between tank and truck is removed.
