CASING PROGRAM
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OXY is proposing to drill 12 additional directional wells from the existing Cascade Creek 697-15-54 pad, location 
#335803. There is currently one producing well on this pad, the Cascade Creek 697-15-54, API 05-045-10687. All roads 
and pipelines are existing and there will be no changes to the current pad size. Access to the location is on existing 
roads across private land.
The pad is located on fee surface and the wells will reach fee minerals. OXY USA WTP LP is the surface and mineral 
owner. OXY will comply with Notice to Operators (NTO) Drilling Wells on the Roan Plateau (June 12, 2008). A closed-
loop system will be utilized on this pad.
Per GarCo Vacation Ordinance dated 10/5/1987, CR 213 is now OXY’s private property north of Sec 8 7S 97W 6 PM. 
Oxy will provide appropriate housing for essential personnel in order to conduct safe, efficient drilling operations at this 
site.
The location is in a Greater Sage Grouse and black bear area; appropriate BMPs are attached. The CPW consultation 
took place on 2/4/2014.
For 5 of the 12 proposed wells OXY will be re-filing a Form 2; a Form 4 Sundry Notice has been submitted and approved 
to designate these 5 wells as an Abandoned Location. The well numbers and API numbers are:
