604c.(2).E. Multiwell Pads: In order to reduce surface impact, this application is for a
three-well pad.

2|Planning

604c.(2).Q. Guy Line Anchors: Should guy line anchors be left buried for future use,
they shall be identified by a bright marker greater than four (4) feet high and no more
than one (1) foot east of the guy line anchor.
