REMEDIATION WORKPLAN

Describe initial action taken (if previously provided, refer to that form or document):

This well had been plugged and abandoned in 2006 by Western Wellsite Services. Final reclamation had not been done. Inspection was done on
March 6, 2014 with Hyndrex Resources and the land owner (Curtis Wirth). We determined that some recontouring was needed. There is a very small
amount of contaminated soil that will be removed and taken to a proper landfill (contaminated soil is approximately 1/4 cubic yard). Soil immediately
below the contaminated spot will be sent to a lab for testing. Some gravel from the pumping unit base will be removed and used by the land owner.
Describe how source is to be removed:

Contaminated soil will be removed by a backhoe and placed on trailer. Gravel will be loaded on

dump truck and moved to land owner's property.

Describe how remediation of existing impacts is to be accomplished, including removal and disposal at an injection well or licensed
facility, land treatment on site, removal of impacted groundwater, insitu bioremediation, burning of oily vegetation, etc.:
Contaminated soil moved to proper landfill.
