Inspector Comment:

Environmental Staff inspected location on 5/29/2014; pictures are attached, it was observed that remaining waste from spill were present 
along the entire flow path (heavy staining in tank berm, across pad and down grade). All impacted soil should be removed and remediated 
per rule 907.  Operator has consulted Environmental staff requesting guidance for sampling, after viewing the location it is evident that the 
location is not ready for confirmation samples at this time. All oily waste should be remove prior to requesting closure of Site investigation 
work plan, sample location should be guided by rule 910.  There is what is assumed to be frac sand on pad between wellhead and 
tankbattery, it has been assumed that this was spilled prior to going downhole, the sand is considered to be trash and should be removed 
in accordance with rule 603.j. It is not clear that the tank berm is adequate, it has a low spot below stairs, berm should meet minimum 
requirements of 605.a.(4).
