Describe what is known about the spill/release event (what happened -- including how it was stopped, contained, and recovered):

Today, Friday (11-14-2014) at approximately 7:00 AM a leak occurred on a 2” check valve due to the gasket being blown out at Drip 
Trap 4 (40.1047, -108.8805).  Approximately 8 BBLs of produced water and 0.56BBLs Oil were released. The valves were shut in 
immediately upon detection.  Vacuum truck recovered an estimated 6BBLs of fluids.  Affected area has been water washed and soil 
samples will be taken.
