All materials which are considered fire hazards shall be a minimum of 25’
from the wellhead tanks or separators. Electrical equipment shall comply with API RP 500 and
will comply with the current national electrical code.

BOPE for well servicing operations. Adequate BOP equipment shall be used. Stabbing valves
shall be installed in the event of reverse circulation and shall be prior tested with low and high
pressure fluid.

Lighting abatement measures shall be implemented, including the installation of lighting shield
devices on all of the more conspicuous lights, low density sodium lighting where practicable; and
rig shrouding if necessary will be used to include

perimeter sound walls on the location during drilling and completion activities to provide noise
relief. Permanent equipment on location shall be muffled to reduce noise, or shall be
appropriately buffered.

Green Completions — Emission Control Systems. Test separators and associated flow lines and
sand traps shall be installed on-site to accommodate Green completions techniques pursuant to
COGCC Rules. In the anticipated absence of a viable gas sales line, the flow-back gas shall be
thermally oxidized in an emissions control device (ECD), which will be installed and kept in
operable condition for least the first 90-days of production pursuant to CDPHE rules. This ECD
shall have an adequate capacity for 1.5 times the largest flow-back within a 10 mile radius, will be
flanged to route gas to

other or permanent oxidizing equipment and shall be provided with the equipment needed to
maintain combustion where non-combustible gases are present.

Tank specifications. Tanks will be designed, constructed and maintained in accordance with
NFPA Code 30. The tanks are visually inspected once a day for ssues, and recorded inspections
are conducted once a month.

Drill stem tests. Not applicable; no Drill Stem tests are planned.
Guy line anchors. All guy line anchors shall be brightly marked pursuant to Rule 604.c (2)Q.

Berm construction. Tank berms shall be constructed of steel rings with a synthetic or engineered
liner and designed to contain 150% of the capacity of the largest tank. All berms will be visually
checked periodically to ensure proper working condition.

All trash, debris and material not intrinsic to the operation of the oil and
gas facility shall be removed and legally disposed of as is applicable.

Identification of plugged and abandoned wells. P&A'd wells shall be identified pursuant to 319.a.
(5).

The MLVT shall be constructed and operated in accordance with a design package certified and
sealed by a Licensed Professional Engineer either in Colorado or the state where the MLVT was
designed or manufactured.
