Benzene impacts to monitoring well OW-1 continue; however, concentrations appear to have lowered significantly.
This well may have been impacted by a documented release {0 a neighboring property or may be associated vith
the adjacent liquids offloading area. Please continue to monitor wells OW-1 through OW-5 and submit injection
information so we can monitor potential impacts to the uppermost aguifer.

Note that the Department is authorized to bill for its review of technical submittals pursuant to Section 1.7 of the
Regulations Pertaining to Solid Waste Sites and Facilities (6 CCR 1007-2). An invoice for the Division’s review of the
above referenced documents will be transmitted under separate cover.
