I hereby certify that the statements made in this form are, to the best of my knowledge, true, correct and complete.

The proposed Cervi 03N-63W-34-1N was used as the reference point for footages and lat/ long data listed under the 
Location Identification data. The associated Form 2 APD is being submitted simultaneously (see related form DOC#s). 
The attachment labeled 'other' is a notification drawing exhibit. The distance to nearest downgradient surface water 
feature was measured to the ephemeral stream west of the proposed pad as shown on the attached hydrology map. The 
two NRCS Map Unit Symboal description attachments correspond with the two map unit symbols under the soil and plant 
community section of this form. Since this location is within a designated GWA window Verdad is proposing to bond on

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7 Material Handling and Spill 
Prevention

Leak Detection Plan. Pumper will visit the location daily and visually inspect all tanks
and fittings for leaks. Additionally, monthly documented SPCCP inspections are
conducted pursuant to 40 CFR §112.

8 Material Handling and Spill 
Prevention

Berm construction. Tank berms shall be constructed of steel rings with a synthetic or
engineered liner and designed to contain 150% of the capacity of the largest tank. All
berms will be visually checked periodically to ensure proper working condition.

9 Material Handling and Spill 
Prevention

Load-lines. All load-lines shall be bull-plugged or capped.

10 Material Handling and Spill 
Prevention

Tank specifications. Tanks will be designed, constructed and maintained in
accordance with NFPA Code 30. The tanks are visually inspected once a day for
ssues, and recorded inspections are conducted once a month.

11 Dust control Per Rule 805: OIl & Gas Facilities and equipment shall be operated in such a manner
that odors and dust do not constitute a nuisance or hazard to public welfare.

12 Noise mitigation Lighting abatement measures shall be implemented, including the installation of
lighting shield devices on all of the more conspicuous lights, low density sodium
lighting where practicable; and rig shrouding if necessary will be used to include
perimeter sound walls on the location during drilling and completion activities to
provide noise relief. Permanent equipment on location shall be muffled to reduce
noise, or shall be appropriately buffered.
