The purpose of this inspection
was to identify the location and repair a wellhead gas leak previously identified/ confirmed via FLIR inspection. Repairs made at the
wellhead include tightening the packing/ stuffing box around the polish rod and the 4" wellhead bushing. The repairs made reduced the gas
leak (not stopped) as confirmed via follow up FLIR examination. The Actions Required outlined on the previous inspection Doc#
