Sunday (11-08-2015) at approximately 8:45 AM a leak occurred on the 3 inch Steel lateral injection line 100 feet north of Gray B5. 
Approximately 215 BBLs of produced water and 0 BBLs oil were released. All lines were shut in immediately upon detection. Vacuum 
truck recovered an estimated 200 BBLs. The affected area will be water washed.
