With this being the first well on the pad, our targets were a bit high 
throughout and dip was steeper than anticipated. Seismic shows a throw in the last 1000’ of the lateral which is what we 
continued to drill to determine were to be on the next go around.
  
We would like to pull back to 8949’ to allow us to stay in zone and then drill through this throw at TVD of the Codell on 
the other side of the throw.
