Comment: |Final BMPs installed for the location appear to be insufficient. The size and holding
capacity of the sediment traps appear too small, the sediment traps are armed with rock
socks which may be insufficient to contain sediment discharges should the sediment trap
reach capacity, and no apparent berm associated with trench. Cut slope along the western
location does not appear to be stabilized (1:1 slope) to prevent erosion. Cut slopes of 2:1
or 3:1 would be more appropriate with additional stabilization measures.
