The moisture content of water/bentonite based mud (WBM) generated drill cuttings 
managed onsite shall be kept as low as practicable to prevent accumulation of liquids 
greater than de minimis amounts. After drilling and completion operations have been 
completed, the WBM drill cuttings that will remain on the well pad location (cuttings 
management area, the cut portion of the pad, cuttings trench, dry cuttings drilling pit), 
must meet the applicable standards of Table 910-1. No liners are allowed to be 
disposed of with the drill cuttings. After the drill cuttings have been amended (if 
necessary) and placed on the well pad, sampling frequency of the drill cuttings (to be 
determined by the operator) shall be representative of the material left on location. No 
offsite disposal of cuttings to another oil and gas location shall occur without prior 
approval of a Waste Management Plan (submitted via a Form 4 Sundry Notice) 
specifying disposal location and waste characterization method. Commercial disposal of 
drill cuttings (i.e., a change in cuttings disposal method from the previously approved 
Form 2A) will require notification to COGCC via a Form 4 Sundry Notice.

If conductors are preset, operator shall comply with Notice to Operators: Procedures for 
Preset Conductors (dated September 1, 2016, revised October 6, 2016).

1) Operator shall comply with the most current revision of the Northwest Notification 
Policy.

2) Operator shall comply with the most current revision of the Garfield County Rulison 
Field Notice to Operators, with the following exception: All field notice requirements 
specified in that Notice to Operators are superseded by the requirements of the most 
current revision of the Northwest Colorado Notification Policy (see Condition of 
Approval #1).

3) Operator shall provide cement coverage from the intermediate casing shoe (9+5/8" 
First String) to a minimum of 200' above all Mesaverde Group (and Ohio Creek 
Formation, if present) oil, gas, and water-bearing sandstone and coalbed formations. 
Verify intermediate casing cement coverage with a cement bond log. 

4) The operator's planned top of cement for the production casing (5 ½” Second String) 
at about 1000' above the intermediate casing shoe is acceptable. Verify production 
casing cement coverage with a cement bond log.

Engineer Offset Well Evaluation: Existing offset oil and gas wells within 1,500 feet of this 
wellbore are shallow offsets or horizontal Niobrara wells. No mitigation required. 
Offset well evaluation data submitted with original Form 2 is in the well file. 

Offset water well check: COGCC evaluated offset water wells within one mile of this 
proposed well's surface hole location. This information was used in addition to 
locally-available geophysical logs and hydrogeologic information to evaluate the 
adequacy of the operator's proposed surface casing setting depth.
