The Town of Keenesburg has worked with Noble Energy, Inc. since 2015 on a plan that will allow for the most efficient and reasonable development in, under and around the Town and the Town is aware that Noble applied for a drilling and spacing unit in Docket No. 170300113, after lengthy discussions and collaboration with the Town, surface owners and other mineral owners within the proposed drilling and spacing unit. That plan includes using consolidated production facilities, multi-well locations, and a comprehensive pipeline infrastructure that will alleviate significant truck traffic in and around the Town. The Town is concerned that approval of the Verdad permits, which were filed on top of the drilling and spacing unit application and would sit squarely in the middle of it, will negatively affect the overall development plan and will increase surface disturbance, noise, dust and particularly truck traffic in and around the Town. Allowing this kind of activity will simply increase impacts to Weld County and the Town, with no benefits to the protection of correlative rights or the prevention of waste. Furthermore, approval of these permits would seriously undermine a good-faith collaborative approach to oil and gas development around cities and towns that municipalities should instead expect the Commission to encourage.

The Town is aware that Noble Energy, Inc. will be filing its own applications for permits to drill within the proposed drilling and spacing unit in Docket No. 170300113, in order to fulfill its commitment to the development plan discussed with the Town.
