Corrective Action  Date
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The location was recontoured and seeded in the fall of 2016 and there is new germination 
beginning to occur throughout the location. It appears that some of the new germination is 
dying off. There is also a dominance of undesirable vegetation (Russian thistle, Kochia) 
throughout the location. The undesirable vegetation will compete for moisture and should be 
controlled (mowed) to facilitate establishment of desirable vegetation. The undesirable 
vegetation will also become a debris source once it dies off in the fall. Additional growing 
seasons may be needed along with continued monitoring and management practices to 
ensure vegetation establishment meets the final reclamation requirements. See Attached
