Documented areas within the fenced area of the location remain unvegetated. Pit and well
file documents state location underwent remediation for soils impacted by produced water.
Figure 2 in the attached document show large, unvegetated areas within the fenced areas.

Based on this information, the bare, unvegetated areas within the fenced area are likely due
to salt kill from produced water.

Access road and location have not been re-contoured per reclamation requirements;
slopes, ruts and depressions remain evident.

Current access road conditions have created a straight, channelized pathway for trujilloam 07/28/2017
stormwater. If not reclaimed per COGCC rules, roads will remain at risk of incision and
degradation.
