Explanation of situation and why we need to sidetrack
• Formation: Nio B
• Lateral Category: Single Section Lateral
• Cuttings completely packed off around the 5-1/2” production casing approximately 700’ from the prearranged set 
depth. Without the ability to circulate or pull the pipe free, the decision was made to cut casing at 6,850’MD and pull the 
unbound pipe to surface. Tomorrow, 8/12, we will proceed with spotting a high vis / high weight plug and a 17 ppg 
cement kick-off plug that extends from 5950 to 5150’ MD. Please see the first attachment for a sketch of the plan.
