Negotiations with the COGCC, adjacent lease holder, and private landowner resulted in multiple development plan
revisions that delayed preparation and submittal of the Form 2A and Form 2. The current delay and routine permit review
and approval timeline could result in forfeiture of the mineral lease. As a result Bonanza is requesting an expedited Form
2A and Form 2 approval to meet the spud requirement and maintain the mineral lease.

Rule 303.i provides for the approval of Form 2s and Form 2As without the Rule 305.c 20-day comment period. Rule 305.c
of the Colorado Oil & Gas Conservation Commission (COGCC) provides for a 20-day comment period on each Form 2 and
Form 2A.
