Appears the adjacent lands to the north are cropland and currently appear to be planted binschusc 11/27/2017

with winter wheat. Based off NRCS documentation, winter wheat is typically planted by
mid-October and harvested by end of July. This was the justification for the corrective action
date of July 31, 2018.

Reseed disturbance areas using a seed mixture requested by the surface owner, or a binschusc 11/27/2017
mixture prescribed by the local county NRCS. Ensure erosion controls are implemented to

stabilize the seeded soil. The Operator shall continue to monitor and manage this site until

the location meets Rule 1004 standards.
