Approximately 1 BBL of fluid was released from the wellhead while the workover rig was nippling up the BOP. The tubing was plugged 
off at the bottom, as a result when tubbing was tripped out of the hole fluid was released to the surface of the pad. No fluid left the pad 
surface.
