This inspection is in response to a request for bond release by Cascade Petroleum. This
location does not meet reclamation requirements; insufficient vegetative cover/ vegetation has
not achieved uniform distribution. Records indicate that well was PA in 2015, At least two
growing seasons have passed. Location and access road is predominantly undesirable weedy
plant species such as kochia, russian thistle, puncture vine, or bare and exposed soil.
Desirable perennial vegetative establishment appears to be scarce throughout the
disturbance areas of the access road and location; overall reclamation does not appear to be
progressing. See attached photo document.
