After drilling and completion operations have
completed, soil amendments such as phosphorus and nitrogen will be utilized to
expedite the amendment process (if necessary). Berry will be utilizing closed-loop
drilling. Amended cuttings that meet the table 910-1 levels will be covered with 3’ of
clean material during reclamation activities.

2| Drilling/Completion In compliance with rule 317.p, Berry Petroleum Company, LLC. conducted an open-
Operations hole Resistivity Log on the first operationally feasible well on the A21 696 pad (Well:
OMO1A A21 696, API # 05-045-14955) located in the NE/NE qtr, Sec 21, 6S 96W,
July, 2015. The B21 6S 96W pad is also located in the NE/NE, thus meets the criteria
for rule 317.p. All wells on the B21 696 pad will have a cement bond log with cased
hole gamma ray run on the production casing.
