Well Foster E Unit 1 was frac hit on March 6, 2018. Bradenhead pressure increased from 15 to 234 psi. The pressure was bled down to 11 psi. A Form
6 NOI was submitted on March 22, 2018. Bradenhead pressure was tested on April 4, 2018, 8 psi. On May 14, 2018 bubbling in some rain water was
noted near the wellhead. On May 15, 2018 a plug was set in the production casing above the highest perforated zone. On May 21 and 22, 2018 two
more plugs were set in the production casing at 2500 ft bgs and 1700 ft bgs.
