There is little evidence of desirable emerged species.There is a large infestation of Musk
thistle & areas of bare ground. Some of the Thistle plants appear to have had Controls
applied, though much of the population appears unaffected, this could be because of
application of controls after seed head maturity. Vehicle tracking into Site was noted; this
could be from sprayer access, though the level of disturbance (compaction) points towards
use by other vehicles. A few stormwater erosion channels are developing in center area of
Location. It was determined that the majority of the long road leading to Location from Hwy
existed before site was built.
