After sampling and analysis of the liner sediment, the liner was removed and disposed of at a licensed facility. Soil samples were collected after liner removal 
and analyzed according to Table 910-1 criteria. The only exceedences were associated with Arsenic (which is typically high in the soils of this region) and PH 
at the SE Bottom (9.47). Clean soil was salvaged from around the facility and used to fill in the pit. Final contour closely matched the (immediate) surrounding 
area. Reclamation of the location is complete.
