On February 12, 2018, historical impacts were discovered during abandonment activities at the Sekich Farms 16-18 production facility.
Excavation activities were guided in the field by screening soil for volatile organic compound (VOC) concentrations using a
photoionization detector (PID). Groundwater was encountered within the excavation at approximately 6 feet below ground surface
(bgs). A topographic Site Location Map showing the geographic setting of the release is provided as Figure 1.
