PLEASE REFER TO SPILL DOCUMENTS #400845210, 400847822. THIS IS FOR THE INITIAL SPILL AND A SUBSEQUENT RELEASE THAT 
OCCURRED AT THE EXCAVATION DURING MITIGATION OF THE INITIAL RELEASE. SOIL FROM THE EXCAVATION HAS BEEN STORED ON 
LOCATION (SUNDRY DOCUMENT #400858349 (REJECTED)). THE TWO AREAS WHERE SOIL IS STORED ON LOCATION HAVE BEEN TREATED
