Comment Staff reviewed the well files for the two wells at the pad. This review indicated that the latest 
date of first production for the wells at the Colorado Lakes Pad was July 13, 2018. During this 
December 14, 2018, inspection, Staff observed that the northern and eastern area of the pad 
was not needed for production operations. Despite this, Staff observed that no interim 
reclamation had been performed on the area not needed for production operations. 

Operator shall comply with 1000-Series Rules for Interim Reclamation. All areas not in use for 
production activities shall be reclaimed in accordance with the 1000-Series Rules within 3 
months, on cropland, of the latest production date for the well(s).

Corrective Action If the Operator does not conduct additional operations within 12 months of the spud date 
(4/21/2018), then comply with CA #1 or CA #2, 
CA #1: Perform interim reclamation activities immediately or as soon as practicable.
CA #2: If additional drilling operations have not commenced by 4/21/2019 but future drilling 
operations are planned, Operator shall submit a Delayed Interim Reclamation variance 
request. 
CA #3: In the event additional operations are to occur before 4/21/2019, Operator shall submit 
a Rig Schedule showing a scheduled timeline of additional drilling operations via Form 4 
Sundry by 12/24/18.
