The surface casings to be plugged and abandoned are intermixed with producing wells on the location. Vanguard may want to
reenter the plugged surface casings at a future date, so the surface casings will not be cut and buried below the surface grade.
Vanguard has previously discussed the planned plugging procedure and leaving the casings at surface with the COGCC and BLM.
