One
soil sample will be collected below the removed water vessel and submitted for laboratory analysis of identified Table 910-1 chemicals-of-concern
(COC's) which include benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, and total xylenes (BTEX), naphthalene, total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPH) — gasoline range
organics (GRO), TPH — diesel range organics (DRO), electrical conductivity (EC), and pH. The soil sample will be analyzed for sodium adsorption ratio
(SAR) should initial EC concentrations exceed Table 910-1 soil standards. Excavation sidewalls will be field screened for volatile organic compound
(VOC) concentrations using a photoionization detector (PID). Should elevated PID readings be observed on the excavation sidewalls, soil samples will be
collected and analyzed for the above referenced organic and inorganic compounds.
