Comment: Operator has installed a ditch and berm BMP around portions of the perimeter of the 
location. Appears the Operator made repairs to the ditch and berm BMP as noted in the 
previous Field Inspection Report. A ditch and berm BMP by itself is not sufficient. More 
permanent BMPs should be installed upon the completion of pad construction. Operator 
indicated that plans for more permanent BMPs are scheduled but did not have any 
specifics. A follow up inspection will occur to ensure compliance with COGCC rules and 
regulations.

It is COGCC’s expectation that a stabilized outlet structure be installed at all oil and gas 
locations. If not, Operator shall provide COGCC Staff with construction calculations from the 
site specific stormwater plan demonstrating that a stabilized outlet structure is not required.

binschusc 04/03/2019

BMPs shall be selected based on site-specific conditions, such as slope, soil type, 
vegetation cover, and proximity to water bodies, and may include maintaining in-place some 
or all of the construction BMPs until the Location is abandoned and final reclamation is 
achieved pursuant to Rule 1004. BMPs shall be installed in accordance with good 
engineering practices.
