The conductor listed is considered the Deep Conductor. The First Conductor was set at 141 ft KB. The purpose of the Deep 
Conductor was to isolate the surface and production casing strings from a coal mine that was drilled into. The Deep Conductor was 
set up with two packers, one placed above the mine, one below the mine, and a DV tool above the top packer to establish circulation 
above the mine once the packers were inflated. Once the initial cement job was completed, a top job was performed to top out the 
Deep Conductor.
