4) Leave at least 100’ of cement in the wellbore for each plug.

5) Properly abandon on-location flowlines as per Rule 1105. File electronic Form 42
once abandonment is complete. Within 30 days of an operator completing
abandonment requirements for an off-location flowline or crude oil transfer line, the
operator must submit a Flowline Report, Form 44.
