INITIAL ACTION SUMMARY

This form has been prepared to support further remedial investigation of a reportable release related to a dump line failure reported via F19i (Document
#402047844). Approximately four boreholes will be drilled to groundwater to delineate the extent of contamination: three downgradient of the spill source
and one upgradient of the spill source. Field screening of collected soils will be conducted during drilling and samples will be collected for laboratory
analysis. Soil samples will be collected and analyzed for BTEX and TPH, and groundwater samples will be collected and analyzed for BTEX to assure
compliance with COGCC Table 910-1 allowable limits and to delineate the potential extent of impacts from the release. Additional step-out borings may
be installed depending upon field screening results and site conditions.
